Transitory Exchange for Physical Transactions
in 100 oz. Gold and 5,000 oz. Silver Futures

Expansion of Trading Hours Effective July 24, 2006

The CBOT® has determined to expand the hours during which transitory Exchange for Physical
Transactions (EFPs) in the CBOT’s 100 oz. Gold and 5,000 oz. Silver futures may be executed.

The CBOT presently permits transitory EFPs in these products only during the hours of 12:25
p.m. to 7:30 a.m. (Central time). Effective July 24, 2006, transitory EFPs may be executed in
100 oz. Gold and 5,000 oz. Silver futures without restriction as to the time of day, subject to the
following requirements:

1. The seller of the futures contract must simultaneously purchase the cash commodity and
the buyer of the futures contract must simultaneously sell the cash commodity.

2. All documents typically generated in accordance with cash market conventions must be
generated and retained.

3. The execution time of the EFP must be recorded both on the EFP order ticket and, upon
submission of the EFP for clearing, on the PNT entry screen

All other CBOT and CFTC requirements regarding EFP transactions must also be adhered to
in connection with these transactions.
